
Next Steps:  Resolutions… Have you made any for 2019? Most of us have made 
some resolutions over the years… but unfortunately 92% of us have failed to keep 
them.

Second, don’t normally ask anyone to hold us 
accountable for these resolutions.

In 1 Corinthians 2:1-5, the Apostle Paul shares a resolution with the Corinthian church 
that will benefit other people for all of eternity. 
 
Read Philippians 2:1-11. What attitude should we have when we are talking to others 
about Jesus? Why is this attitude important? What can you do to better exhibit this 
attitude?
